• Entries will only be accepted via the online Rowing Ireland Tracker system. Close of entries is Wednesday 
27th November at 19:00. No entry may be accepted from any Irish club not affiliated to Rowing Ireland. 

• All entries must be accompanied by the full entry fee. Bank transfer details are posted separately. Cheques to 
be made payable to Muckross Rowing Club. Post cheques to Muckross RC, c/o Mr. Tim O’Shea, Mangerton 
Road, Muckross, Killarney, Co. Kerry, V93 R6H2. Any requests for fee refunds due to illness, exceptional 
circumstances or otherwise will only be considered following the event’s conclusion.

Club 
representatives can collect bow numbers for their club from the event office (upstairs in the NRC) at 
registration. Bow numbers will be collected by slip stewards on crew return to the slips. Please support with 
bow number return to slip stewards, especially for boats used for multiple rows. 

• Official club colours must be worn throughout the timed piece. 

• Timing for flatwater events will commence at 10.00am and cease at 3.00pm sharp, subject to weather 
conditions. Timing for coastal events will run from 11.30am to 3.00pm sharp.    

• Pennants will be awarded for categories where a minimum of three crews from at least two clubs are entered. 

• A Coxes Meeting will be held at 8.30am in the NRC restaurant area (upstairs), to be attended by all 
coxes, scullers and Club Captains. A roll call of clubs will take place at the Coxes Meeting.
